To discover what's behind it, all you have to do is try the technological systems
available on Azimut boats. That's what numerous specialized journalists from France,
Germany, England, Slovenia, Croatia and Italy were able to do thanks to their invitation to the
first Azimut R&D Experience Day. During the tests they were able to see how Azimut's
exclusive technological devices make navigation simpler and more comfortable and how the
onboard experience can become more laid-back and relaxed. ""Made in Azimut" technology
always places itself at the service of owners' safety and comfort.

Active since 2002, the Azimut-Benetti Group’'s R&D Center collaborates with the Scuola
Superiore Sant'Anna of Pisa and with the world's leading marine suppliers and has developed
over ten patents. Technologies that are unique in the world, complex and advanced, for a
sea-going experience that is truly easy, simple and safe.

Here are a few examples.

SEAKEEPER, the new generation of gyrostabilizers. Manufactured in partnership with
Seakeeper Inc., the device makes it possible to reduce roll by up to 80%o, both with the
boat at anchor and under way. The heart of the stabilizer is a flywheel that rotates at very
high speed, generating exceptional momentum to offset the rolling motion of the boat. The
flywheel is housed inside a vacuum case for better acoustic comfort and lower energy
consumption. The Seakeeper gyrostabilizer is available on Azimut boats from the 47 Flybridge
to the 74 Magellano and doesn't take away space either from the crew's cabin or other rooms,
in keeping with the design philosophy of Azimut, which always develops boats by putting itself
in the customer's place.

EASY DOCKING, the assisted docking system that is unmatched by anyone, anywhere
in the world. The only one conceived for boats with straight-shaft transmissions.
Developed in collaboration with Xenta Systems, the assisted docking system, by coordinating
the main propellers and the bow thruster, enables the boat to perform any lateral or rotating
maneuver at the simple touch of a joystick. The advantages are numerous, first and foremost
the system's ease and safety. Easy Docking makes it possible to maneuver the boat with just
one hand, without having to worry about the wind and sea conditions: thanks to the smart
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management of the power of the two engines and the bow thruster, all docking maneuvers
become safe and simple. In addition, to ensure maximum comfort, the device is available
both to the internal helm station and for maneuvering from the flybridge.

EASY HANDLING, the patented assisted turning system. Thanks to a revolutionary
control logic, Easy Handling makes it possible to differentiate automatically the number of
revolutions of the propellers during the turn, achieving incredible maneuverability and an up to
30% tighter turning radius. All this translates to greater safety in "emergency"
maneuvers, sportier handling, and greater maneuverability in narrow waters or channels.

EASY CRUISING, absolute control, guaranteed safety. Azimut R&D has developed a
navigation aid system that makes it possible to monitor and manage all the boat's systems
simply and quickly via an ergonomic, user-friendly control panel. Realized with digital
switching technology, the system makes it possible to collect all the data on the boat and to
view it on a display located in the helm station. Using a joystick the user is able to manage the
display of all the information, including the alarm log, and can activate or deactivate all
onboard systems.

UCS — UNIQUE CONTROL SYSTEM, the new frontier in navigation. Developed in
collaboration with Xenta Systems, an innovative driving system that makes it possible to steer
boats with a decidedly revolutionary approach. Instead of the traditional wheel and throttle
levers, the Azimut 72S, the first boat on which UCS has been installed, offers a driver's
station that features an armchair installed on the flybridge with an integrated
joystick that makes it possible to control the boat in all operating phases (mooring
and navigation). The system is able to control the force on the three axes, in addition to
movement in any direction as well as compound maneuvers, such as forward and rotation, for
example. The system also includes the Easy Handling function. The advantages are clear: the
simpler the maneuvers, the sportier and safer the navigation. Maximum ergonomics
with the possibility of controlling all the boat's power with a single hand, offering greater living
space.

AMX PROTEO, Automation in Yachting — complete supervision, control and alarm
system. A new technology that literally takes care of the yacht at all times of day:
docked, sailing or riding at anchor. AMX PROTEO is an expert system because it knows
perfectly the yacht on which it is installed, keeps tabs on power generation and distribution,
provides warning if a circuit breaker or fuse trips and simplifies common utility management
operations. All systems are monitored and controlled by routines designed for their optimal use
and all the information is presented on a high-resolution color AMX touchscreen with 3D
graphics. The AMX Proteo system is also available on an iPod Touch interface, to make
the yacht control system portable and usable at any time.
